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Pre-workshop assignment

Objective

For participants to familiarise themselves with the concept of payers and reimbursement submissions. Once a drug is approved by the regulator, individual health systems or insurers then decide whether or not that drug will be funded (i.e. paid for or reimbursed by the health system), and at what price.
The primary purpose of the value story and the global value dossier is to help company teams submit the local application for funding/reimbursement of a product.
Instructions

For your home country or your country/region of residence (whichever you prefer), please find out the following information:
· Which organisation/authority decides whether or not a treatment will be funded/reimbursed? This organisation is known as the ‘payer’.
· How does the drug company apply for reimbursement? Is there a submission dossier template that they must complete?
· Try and find the submission template and the guidance that the payer issues to help companies complete the reimbursement submission. Take a look at these to familiarise yourself with what’s required.

Assessment criteria

The pre-workshop assignment is not assessed, and will not be explicitly discussed in the workshop. However, you will benefit more from the workshop if you have a basic familiarity with these issues, and there will be an opportunity to ask any questions that arise during your pre-workshop research.
